This fact sheet provides information on select characteristics of people with Lawful Permanent Residence (LPR) status, also known 
as Green Card holders. Generally, an LPR is eligible to become a naturalized U.S. citizen a˜er meeting certain requirements. 
Providing more information on the eligible to naturalize population is in keeping with the Executive Order on Restoring Faith in Our 
Legal Immigration Systems and Strengthening Integration and Inclusion E°orts for New Americans (E.O. 14012).
