He was president from 
1953 – 1961.

World War II is one war fought by the United States in the 1900s. 

During World War II, the United States fought against Germany, Italy, and Japan. The 
U.S. and the Soviet Union fought on the same side in World War II.

The Cold War 

After World War II, the U.S. and the Soviet Union began a cold war.  

The Cold War was an important issue when Dwight D. Eisenhower was president.

The United States has a capitalist economic system. The Soviet Union was a communist 
country.
