Background

On June 18, 2024, the Department of Homeland Security
(DHS) announced a new process where certain noncitizen
spouses and stepchildren of U.S. citizens may request
parole in place on a case-by-case basis. Parole in place is
a temporary permission to be in the United States.

This document explains who may qualify to request
parole in place.

If U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS)
approves your parole in place request, you may be able to
apply from within the United States to become a U.S.
lawful permanent resident and get a Green Card if you
meet the requirements.

How to Request Parole in Place Under This

1. Submit Form I-131F, Application for Parole in Place for
Certain Noncitizen Spouses and Stepchildren of U.S.
Citizens, online. Make sure you meet the criteria
before you submit the form.

2. Form |-131F can be filed online only. You will need to
create a USCIS online account at my.uscis.gov or you
can use an existing account. Learn how to create an

3. Login to your USCIS online account and complete
Form I-131F. The fee for this form is $580. You must
submit evidence to show that you meet the criteria.

4. On a case-by-case basis, we will determine if you
merit a discretionary grant of parole based on
significant public benefit or urgent humanitarian
reasons.

5. We will consider your previous immigration history,
criminal history, the results of background and
national security checks, and any other relevant
information.

Under this process, a qualifying individual may be granted parole on a case-by-case basis for up to three
years. This period provides an opportunity for eligible spouses of U.S. citizens granted parole to file a Form I-
485, Application to Register Permanent Residence or Adjust Status (and concurrent Form [-130, Petition for
Alien Relative, if applicable). At the conclusion of the parole period, USCIS anticipates that these individuals
will have either a pending adjustment application or final adjustment adjudication completed.

Application Process
What can | do now to prepare my application before the process begins?
Individuals should wait for additional information to be issued, including the date on which the process

begins, when applications will be accepted, and what forms to use to apply for parole. Until then, individuals
may consider preparing by gathering evidence, including:

¢ Documentation to establish that the noncitizen has been continuously present in the United States for at
least 10 years as of June 17, 2024;

¢ Evidence of a legally valid marriage to a U.S. citizen as of June 17,2024; and

¢ Evidence of additional favorable discretionary factors that the applicant would like USCIS to consider.

Quick Reminders

* Forms Lock When Complete—Once benefit form(s) and G-28 are complete, they are locked for
editing. Changes cannot be made unless client “declines” a form.

* Client Email Address—When you enter your client’s e-mail address on a form or G-28, it must be
the same e-mail address the client used to create their account. Otherwise, the representative
passcode will not work.

* Attorney IP Address—Currently, if your client is in your office, they will not be able to review draft
forms in their account if they log in using your computer. Your IP address is for you only. Your client
can review draft forms on their phone, tablet, or their own computer.
