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Backlog Reduction

* As of September 11, 2024, interviewed approximately 11,800 Afghan refugee
applicants in FY 2024 at Camp Al Sayliyah in Qatar.

o Interviewed over 26,100 Afghan applicants in FY 2024 compared to approximately
10,000 in FY 2023.

* Opened or reopened International Offices: Tegucigalpa, Honduras; Doha, Qatar;
Ankara, Turkey; and Quito, Ecuador.

o Offer refugee processing support and interviews for Form I-730 Following-to-Join-
Refugees (FTJ-R).

* Since the beginning of FY 2024, USRAP has resolved cases for over 33,000 applicants
from backlog of cases referred before FY 2018.
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* Sponsors provide support for the first 90 days after arrival.
« After 90 days, they can name a new individual or family.

* Since the launch of the program in January 2023, approximately 100,000 Americans across
all 50 states have offered to sponsor refugees.

o Welcome Corps Matching - 5 or more U.S. citizens or lawful
permanent residents apply to sponsor a refugee or refugee family they do not know.

o Welcome Corps Naming - 5 or more U.S. citizens or lawful permanent
residents name one individual or family for access to the USRAP P-4 program.

o Welcome Corps on Campus - Matches refugee students with universities
that sponsor the applicant to study at that university. Universities can submit
referrals for refugees they identified and agreed to offer admission.

o Welcome Corps at Work — Matches qualified refugees with U.S. employers.

* Processing at Safe Mobility Offices
(SMOs) began in Ecuador, Guatemala,
Costa Rica, and Colombia.

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* In FY 2024, USCIS maintained a nearly
continuous presence at these locations.

COLOMBIA

* To date, over 245,000 individuals have

applied for lawful pathways through the ECUADOR
SMOs. Over 40,400 have been approved ’

for refugee status.
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* The Refugee Admissions Ceiling, determined annually by the President after
consultation with Congress, is currently in development.

» Continue to work with the Refugee Coordination Center and the Department of State
to implement our backlog reduction plan to resolve cases as expediently as possible.

» Continue Afghan processing, and processing in the Western Hemisphere, and
continue to expand our international footprint in support of refugee processing and
Form I-730 FTJ-R adjudication.
